Example:
This essay examines the 20th century through select events, based on materials 



from the History Course CHC 2PI to answer the debate.

Last Sentence: Write down the three arguments about the three time periods we examined (1880-1919, 1919-1945, 1945 to the present). The arguments on the planning sheet and or your former body paragraphs
Example:
Based on the notebook, Canada`s history from 1880 to 1919 is  a source of making 


people more indifferent, because Canadians have failed to care for its Black citizens, 


because soldiers have been lied to about the horrors of war and because leaders 



showed little care for poor citizens; Canada’s history from 1919 to 1945 is a source of…




Skill # 8 Conclusions

First Sentence: Connect to the conclusion
Example:
Canada`s history has been a good for many citizens, yet some have had their 



share of troubles. 

Second-Fifth Sentences: Restate the thesis, its 3 parts with the topics (lessons)

Example:
The story of Canada`s Blacks in Africville, the experiences of Black 




soldiers in W.W.I, and the story of the railroad porters have shown people to be 



indifferent. In addition, the W.W.I propaganda posters, the enthusiasm for war in 


London, England in 1939, and the experiences of the US pilot who dropped the atomic 


bomb illustrates at times, citizens become involved in war without much thought or 


care for the realities. Last, Adolf Hitler, Joseph Stalin and the 1940`s hockey coaches of 


the Montreal Canadians showed little care for the Jews and the French-Canadians, 


respectively.

Canada`s history, while including many difficult events, serves as a warning and it is

 perhaps the job of today`s generation to create a society which cares for all its peoples 

equally
