A. Course Content

1.  Short Stories, Common Novel and Criticism (Part 1)
We will examine short stories together for an in-depth study, develop lateral thinking through connections with a common novel, as well as develop critical thinking strategies for non-fiction films/documentaries 

Skill Focus: You will be able to analyze literature through making inferences, identifying themes, making lateral connections, and critiquing documentaries

Assignment: Critical analysis of a documentary film and reading a common novel 
2. Macbeth. 
William Shakespeare ‘s story  of murder and mayhem has  captivated audiences throughout the world and you will join this audience. 

Skill Focus: You will be able to analyze scenes, identifying major themes and supporting details as well as identify conventions and techniques used in media 
Assignment Focus: In-class essay tests and a media project
3. Poetry-Collage of Themes. 
It has been said that poetry comes from a mysterious source deep inside us. We will share the works of poets from around the world and with your own work you will explore your own personal depths. 


Skill  Focus: You will be able to identify the role of images, form , diction, and musical qualities in poetry; DRIFT guideline for analysis

Assignment Focus: You will compile a dossier, analyzing  reflecting on  poems, as  well as writing your own original poetry; dramatic poetry presentation

4. Public Speaking. 
You will overcome any apprehensions that you may have and be endowed with the gift to make effective speeches in front of an audience.

Skill / Knowledge Focus:  You will be able assess an audience and cater a speech to its composition; you will be able to speak with stride and bearing , captivating your audience with a well organized speech, using eye contact, gestures, and intonation
Assignment Focus:  You will deliver an extemporaneous  speech on a topic of your choice
5. Literature Circle with Criticism (Part2) : The Apprenticeship of Duddy Kravitz, The Kite Runner, the Colour Purple, Lullabies for Little Criminals, The Alchemist, The Great Gatsby, The Lovely Bones, The Power of One, Jade Peony, Sweetness in the Belly, Little Bee, and maybe others  

Skill Focus: You will demonstrate your ability to analyze a novel independently using a variety of literary criticisms
Assignment Focus: As part of a group, you will examine the novel from a variety of perspectives, including a study of characters, symbols, and theories of literary criticism, the latter which you express through creative endeavours


6. Formal Argumentative Essay. You will develop your capacity to write a formal argumentative essay. 

Skill Focus: You will be able to organize, document, and write a formal argumentative essay, as well as develop a self critical assessment of your work through reflection and editing
Assignment Focus:  You will write a formal 5-7 page essay that meets the rigorous standards of the instructor
