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You will be placed into groups for this assignment. You will complete one section of the assignment per day. Each member shall make the necessary notes, but the group shall submit one good copy per day to the instructor for evaluation.

2. Each section will be evaluated. The numerical value will be out of ten and it will be multiplied by the number of people in the group. The group then decides who will receive the highest evaluation for each section. For example, you might receive 7 of 10 on Section 1, giving you 35 marks in a group of five students. You will have to decide what each member will receive. No mark may be the same, but you may give half marks. No one can receive more than 10 marks. Unexplained absences (teacher summary report) receive a zero.

3. The answers will be evaluated for quality of explanation. You need to support your answers with specific examples from the text. Avoid direct quotations because a summary provides a better explanation in your own words.

Section 1: The Setting 
Examine the time, the place, the emotional and social environment in which the action takes place.

1. Identify the particular physical setting. That is, point out the features that are relevant to the novel. A list of relevant places suffices with a brief statement about the relevance of each. 
2. Identify the particular historical setting. During which time-period does the novel take place? What ramifications does this have on the nature of the novel? This might require some research in the library. 

3. Identify the social environment that is conveyed through the portrayal of 
i) manners (what is acceptable to the characters?)

ii) customs (what do people customarily do?)

iii) fashion (what do people wear or find fashionable, or old-fashioned?)

and (iv) social values (what does society value?)
Section 2: Literary Criticism #1
You will receive a literary theory which examines novels through a particular lens/perspective. You will then apply this perspective to the novel to arrive at a criticism.

Section 3: The Characters; examine the establishment and development of character personalities and roles in the course of the novel.  Focus on three characters only. 
1. Distinguish between the primary and secondary characters in the novel. Explain your choices.

2. What physical, moral, and psychological traits are associated with each of the characters? (Select three characters)
3. What do the characters think about each other? (Select three characters)
Section 4: Literary Criticism #2
You will receive a literary theory which examines novels through a particular lens/perspective. You will then apply this perspective to the novel to arrive at a criticism.

Section 5: Social-Political Criticism
Authors use characters and plots to critique the social and political currents of the time period in which the novel is set. The novel becomes a vehicle for such commentary and some criticisms are explicitly stated, while others need to be inferred.
1. List people (groups and individuals), events, and trends that are mentioned through the characters.

2. For each, identify what was said about it/them and the criticism/observation that is made.

3. Based on the criticisms/observations, what social/political ideas does the author appear to hold? What can be inferred about his/her sympathies and animosities?
