3 Pts: has attended all classes, has completed some steps, especially his/her own; has contributed to the team by listing and being responsible for his/her role; was motivated by the efforts from others

1-2 Pts: has unexplained absences, has struggled to complete steps on his/her own initiative; has resisted motivational effort of others; has failed to complete the course evaluation 
	

	Characterization (10 points)

10 Pts: is attired like the character at the time of the alleged wrong with attention to detail and high degree of probability; personifies the character in manners, voice, and body language; is not recognizable as the student that you normally are

8 Pts: is attired like the character at the time of the alleged wrong; personifies the character with some manners and body language; is still recognizable as the student you normally are
6 pts: is attired a little like the character at the time of the alleged wrong; personifies the character with a few unique behaviours or expressions; is mostly recognizable as the student you normally are 

4 Pts: is not attired like the character at the time of the alleged wrong; is recognizable as the student you normally are

2 Pts makes no effort to be like the witness you are playing
	 

	Direct Examination (12.5 Points)

12.5 Pts: has answered all prepared questions without looking at notes; has remained true to the facts on the fact sheet with attention to all details; has been posed appropriate questions; has remained in character
10 Pts: has answered all prepared questions without looking at notes; has remained true to most facts on the fact sheet with attention to many details; has been posed predominantly appropriate questions

7.5 Pts: has answered all prepared questions without looking at fact sheet; has tried to remain true to the facts on the fact sheet, yet with a few mistakes/omissions
5 Pts: has required reading from the fact sheet; has omitted significant facts

2.5 Pts: has required reading from the fact sheet, and struggles with the task
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	Cross-Examination (17.5 Points)

17.5 Pts: has answered all cross ex-questions accurately, admitting to all unpleasant details and responding with plausibility to questions whose answered must be inferred from known facts; has been clever in deflecting suggestive leading questions,  remained in character; 
14 Pts: has answered all cross ex-questions, admitting to unpleasant details and responding with plausibility to questions whose answer must be inferred from known details; was successful in deflecting most suggestive leading questions
10.5 Pts: has answered all cross-ex questions with some omissions of unpleasant details and a few implausible answers to questions which required inferences; most successful in deflecting some suggestive leading questions
7 Pts: has answered cross-ex questions yet included significant omissions of unpleasant details; has been challenged to deflect suggestive leading questions; has been sometimes untruthful to the fact sheet
3.5 Pts: has required reading from the fact sheet, struggling with the task; denies all unpleasant facts or has been untrue to the fact sheet.
	

	Submissions-Evidence-Witness Stories-10 Points (Group Evaluation)

10 Pts: submissions support the claims; visual submissions are at least 8”X11” in size; submissions include open ended questions; submissions are professional in appearance; witness stories remain true to the fact sheet and establish character; facts beyond the fact sheet can be inferred from the fact sheet

8 Pts:  submissions support the claims; visual submissions are at least 8”X11” in size; submissions include questions; ; witness stories remain true to the fact sheet and establish some character; facts beyond the fact sheet are sometimes implausible
6 Pts: submissions support the claims yet more were needed; visual submissions are not always sufficient large; submissions include some questions; ; witness stories remain true to the fact sheet but rarely establish character; facts beyond the fact sheet are sometimes far-fetched

4-2 Pts: submissions are missing and or are weak in their scope; visual submissions are too small to be effective; witness stories are shallow are the claims far-fetched
