Assignment: You will receive a case study from the Ontario Human Rights Tribunal and play the role of an adjudicator who determines the outcome of a complaint that was filed.

Step 1: Reading and Analysis
Complete a justice graph for your case. Do this on one page, using straight lines/one colour for on the line, using wavy lines/one colour for between the lines, and using dotted lines/another colour for beyond the lines.

Step 2: Questions
Examine the case study and answer the questions. You need to use the fact sheet package (in class set only)

Step 3: Decision
As the adjudicator with the Tribunal, you need to come to a ruling and provide reasons. Suggest a remedy (if applicable) that you see appropriate and that is customary. In your ruling, make reference to the definition of the key words.

You will receive a copy of the actual ruling. Write down a brief summary

Step 5: OHRT Assessment

You will work in groups of 2-3 people and receive 2011-2012 statistics from the Tribunal about the nature of complaints, their geographic origin, and their social location. You are analyzing the data to make general observations about human rights in Ontario, as well as arrive at three strategies for a Human Rights campaign in Ontario
