Introduction
Documentaries are often said to reveal the truth about an issue, person, or organization, yet many of them are best watched with a critical eye.  The Nigerian Connection by producers Orlando von Einsiedel and Chira Capiro and reporter Juliana Ruhfus follows the plight of Nigerian women who are trafficked into Italy for the purpose of exploitation.  In addition, Surpising Europe, Episode 2 by Ssuuna Golooba  provides glimpses of other African migrants, immigrants and refugees who are trying to create a better world for themselves. These documentaries compliment “Little Bee”, which samples a fictional story of human globalization.
