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Public Speaking: Selection of Data

Introduction: The richness and variety of your speech can partly be attributed to the variety of data that you select. In other words your brain needs to take a spin and imagine sources of data that can bring information to your topic. For the purpose of this speech, personal stories will be the most appropriate type if information because a story told is most colourful.

Sources of Data:

1. examples

2. quotations (if long and complex, provide visual anchor and pause for contemplation)
3. comparisons/contrasts

4. personal or hear-say stories 
5. definitions (if complex , provide visual anchor)
6. statistics (if complex, provide visual anchor)
7. audio-visual aids (must be large enough to share with the whole room at once)
