Skill #3 Writing News articles
News journalism articles (paper or online) include common features, as identified below. News journalism excludes the writer’s opinion, whereas editorials and magazine articles (paper or online) are opinionated or at least permit to have some opinion/slant.  
Headline: The headline is the title (subtitle) of the article and expresses the main idea of the story using direct and dramatic action verbs and nouns.

Byline: Often listed after the title before the text; the byline might give the name of the person writing the story, his or her title, a brief biographical sketch (usually magazines only), as well as the news service, for which he s/he writes.
 

Lead: The lead is the first sentence in the article, and it gives the most important information to “hook” the reader’s attention. Newspaper/web articles often include the 5 Ws and/or at least a controversial/colourful quotation.
 
Body: The body is the main part of the article, and it contains the five Ws.
