Ethical issues- situations where there are important moral principles to consider, and competing arguments over the appropriate course of action. 
Oncologist- a doctor who is a specialist in the treatment of cancer patients.
Cloning- reproducing a living mammal asexually.
Embryo- fertilized human egg
Ethicist- people who research and write about which medical techniques should normally be permissible.  
Informed Consent- the patient must be able to understand the risks involved in a medical procedure and give permission for it to proceed.
Nuremberg Code- Ethical guidelines established after WWII outlining rules and procedures for future experiments on humans.
Stem Cell- cells from which all parts of an organism can be formed
In Vitro Fertilization- human egg and sperm are donated by the parents and fertilized in a laboratory dish. Used as a treatment for infertility.

Define the key Concepts on page 275 of the textbook.

Folkway- behaviours that a typical member of society would usually practice, but are not particularly significant.  
Social Mores- behaviours regarded as essential to the welfare and survival of the group.
Work-Related stress- distress caused by work pressure.  i.e. Fish is in your class
Burnout- emotional exhaustion, desperation and reduced personal accomplishment caused largely by work related stress.  i.e.  Fish calls you Peter
