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Push Factors:  factors that make people want to leave their country.  Example: war, poverty, political unrest.
Pull Factors: factors that attract people to another country. Example: jobs, freedom, family already in that country.

Multicultural Society: a description of a nation such as Canada, that allows many different ethnic groups to retain their own language, religion and culture without discrimination.

Answer: The Canadian Constitution is the body of principles by which Canada is governed, passed in 1982.  It contains Canada’s new Charter of Rights and Freedoms, the amending formula and the 1867 British North America Act.  The rights of Canadian Citizenship are defined in law and outlined in the Canadian Constitution.
