Tariffs- taxes paid on goods coming from another country.

On-to-Ottawa Trek- young unemployed men hopped on trains to go to Ottawa to make demands to the Prime Minister to improve conditions in the labour camps.

Bennett Blanket- a newspaper used by a homeless person to cover up.

Drought: a very long time with little or no rain.
Relief Camps- camps set up by the Federal Government to give unemployed men a job and place to stay.  These camps had poor conditions, and poor pay.

Regina Riots- the On-to-Ottawa Trek was stopped in Regina by the RCMP and a riot broke out.

New Deal- A plan by the US government to put people back to work. Bennett tried to copy it unsuccessfully.

Bennett Buggies- a car which had the engine taken out and was pulled by horses like a buggy.


Grey Owl     A white man who pretended to be an Indian leader and lived with the Natives.

Hobo- A homeless person.

Dionne Quintuplets- 5 identical girls born in 1934 to a poor French Canadian family in Northern Ontario.

Vouchers- pieces of paper the government gave the unemployed, that could be traded in for food, etc.

Shirley Temple- a child actress in the 1930s.

R.B. Bennett- Conservative Prime Minister from 1930 to 1935.

Mackenzie King-.a crackpot (just kidding)  Liberal Prime Minister  for the 1920s and 1935 to 1948.  Longest serving PM of Canada.
