What actions did Hitler and the Nazis take against the Jews after 1933?
- Germans were ordered to boycott Jewish stores.

- Jewish lawyers and doctors were not allowed to practice.

- Jews lost the right to vote.

- Jews were not allowed to use public places, swimming pools or sports fields.

- Jewish children were segregated to their own schools.  

- During Kristallnacht, (Nov. 9, 1938.) the Nazi storm troopers killed 91 Jews, destroyed 7500 Jewish businesses, and burned 177 synagogues. 

- The Gestapo arrested 30,000 wealthy Jews and confiscated their wealth.  

- A 1,000,000,000 mark fine was levied against the Jewish community. 

- By 1941 death camps were set up to eliminate all Jews from Europe.

What is the significance of the St. Louis?
- It carried 907 Jews in 1939 trying to escape the persecution in Germany.  Canada, and the United States turned it away.  Most of the passengers onboard this ship ended up back in Europe, in Holland and eventually died in Nazi death camps once Germany captured Holland.

What was the Final Solution?
-It was the German plan to exterminate all Jews in Europe.  Death camps were set up and 6,000,000 Jews were killed.  Auschwitz and Treblinka were two of the largest camps.
