Classroom days:

· Be in Room 124 seated and ready for civics/careers/health when the bell rings at 8:10 am.  We will take the regular 7 minute break between period 1 and 2.
· Know all your assignment due dates and meet them!  The classroom is like the rink, you get credit for the work you do and the effort you put out.  No effort, no work, no marks!  
Getting started:

· Please return all driver/passenger forms paperwork

· Take home the driver schedule and see what days you may be able to drive, return the sheet next class
· Take home the class time and ice time schedule and put the ice days on the family calendar, put sheet back in your binder.  This a KEY document for the year!
· Please pay the fee for the course.  This year the fee will be $430.00.  You are encouraged to do this payment through School Day on our website at:  wod.wrdsb.ca.   If you wish you may pay in 2 instalments:  $230 now, $200 Nov. 1
· You will need to sign and return the Code of Conduct.  It is important that students respect the course staff and the facilities we use at the WRC and at W-O, and that the consequences for not doing so are understood.
