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Course Description

This course explores social, economic, and political developments and events and their impact on the lives of different groups in Canada since 1914. Students will examine the role of conflict and co-operation in Canadian society, Canada’s evolving role within the global community, and the impact of various individuals, organizations and events on Canadian identity, citizenship and heritage. They will acquire the needed vocabulary for debating  the Canadian past, with a focus on handling the historical thinking and the historical inquiry process, including the interpretation and analysis of evidence, when investigating key issues and events in Canadian history.

The Big Ideas:
How were identities shaped by Canadians in their respective communities/neighbourhoods?

What values did Canadian celebrate and which did they cast aside over the century?

What has been Canada’s role in the world, especially when conflicts and challenges were present?
What kind of society have Canadians wanted to construct in their communities/neigbourhoods?
